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While economic globalisation advances at full speed, yet never before has the world been so
unpredictable inasmuch as risk factors continue to increase: climate change, health, energy
supply, disputes over water, financial ups and downs, overblown tourism, technological
limitations...as well as all the conflicts relating to ethnic origins and identity.

New worlds have emerged, human beings have multiplied their mobility and so has the spread
of information. We foresee glimpses of alternative and perhaps sustainable solutions: ecological
growth, governance of our common resources, transition in energy, health regulations,
demography and migrations, progress in research.

Through its multi-disciplinary, efficient and ethlcal approach in dealing with economic and
geopolitical, cultural and geo-strategic issues, the 5" Global Forum on Sustainable Development
intends to assess the problems of and solutions for this “unpredictable world”. Eminent French
and foreign experts with a great variety of political, economic and cultural horizons will share
their experiences, successes, concerns and expectations
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What is the outcome given the impasse of the present forms of development: rationing, conflicts, inequalities,
economic, sanitary or social regression? Are there models of growth that will ensure an acceptable degree of
satisfaction, without seriously altering the future of the planet? Will these models breach our way of living? Or
will the evolution of behaviour, the education and the awareness of peoples be enough to achieve such
objectives? How to avoid developing countries shaping themselves according to the moulds of industrialised
countries? Can research and innovation open new channels?

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What are the rules to protect common resources without challenging humanity’s progress towards more
democracy and freedom? How would it be possible to conciliate new public policies with individual liberties?
How to introduce the principle of accountability in the decisions that govern our behaviour? Can we respond to
the challenges of tomorrow with the institutions of yesterday?
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Can we predict and anticipate the demographic future? How to ensure the solidarity between generations and
countries? How to avoid making therapeutic progress accessible only to the most fortunate? How to finance
medical research, health effort and welfare? How to steer relations between developed countries and those
which aspire to become?
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Is research structured for efficiently dealing with 21st century stakes? Does restoration of confidence in
research imply modifications in the attitude of scientists, new evaluation criteria and new approaches for
determining the priorities? Are the community actors sufficiently involved in the determination of research
orientations? Have citizens enough markers for understanding research? Under which condition can citizens
and research actors work together?
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Will it be possible to grant everyone the right to have access to energy, in an efficient and low emitting way?
Will we able to manage the evolution of consumers’ behaviours, to anticipate mobility needs and find solutions
for meeting them? What will be the energy mix tomorrow and the day after? Are technology breakthroughs
necessary and plausible? With which social acceptance? How will the demand for transport develop and what
are the corresponding solutions? How will GHG international governance organize itself?
